February is Pet Dental Health Month   Source: www.edoghealth.com 

 February is the time for our pet's dental health because just like their owners, they 

need the dental attention too. It is a known fact that eighty percent of dogs and show signs 

of or al disease as early as age three and dental health doesn't just affect the mouth. It 

may actually lead to more serious health problems such as heart, lungs and kidney disease. 

We definitely wouldn't want that to happen to our precious babies. So letõs look at what you 

can do and try to break it down so that you would know how to go about the task.  

 Periodontal Disease  is an infection of the tissues surrounding the teeth that can take 

hold during the progressive stages. It starts out as mere plaque and event ually, as the 

bacteria in the plaque dies, it becomes calcified by the calcium found in saliva. It now 

becomes tartar and invites more plaque and will lead to gingivitis which causes the gums to 

swell and bleed. If left untreated, it can spread around the root of the tooth. Finally, the 

surrounding tissues are destroyed and the bone socket holding the tooth erodes and the 

tooth becomes loose. This is very painful for your canine friend but luckily, it can be

prevented by gaining information on your dog's he alth as well as other pets.  

 The two critical components of your pet's dental care are oral examinations and 

dental cleanings. It is highly recommended that you have your pet checked early because 

then, as your pet ages, your veterinarian will look for dev elopmental anomalies, the 

accumulation of plaque and tartar, periodontal disease and oral tumors. Basic oral 

examinations can be performed while the patient is awake but anesthetics may be required 

for a more thorough and complete examination as well as th e cleaning itself. It is also 

recommended by the AAHA (American Animal Hospital Association) that general anesthesia 

should be used for oral examinations as well as dental cleanings for all cats and dogs. 

Furthermore, these procedures should be done at lea st annually at one year of age for small 

breed dogs and at two years of age for large breed dogs. This is not much to do for our 

pet's sake knowing that you would do anything for you cat's or dog's health any day.  

Common signs of dental problems in dogs in clude:  Loss of appetite; r ed, swollen and 

bleeding gums; drooling ; blood in the saliva ; yellow-brown tartar at the gum line ; broken 

teeth and f oul breath . 

Brushing Your Dog's Teeth Owners should brush their dog's  teeth at least twice a week. 

Brushing a dog's teeth is easier  than brushing your own. Their narrow teeth are spaced 

more widely  than human teeth, eliminating the need for flossing. Their teeth on ly touch in 

one or two places. A specially made dog toothbrush c an reach 90% of the areas that need to 

be brushed.  

Dog Toothpaste Always use a specially formulated dog toothpaste . Because dogs can't rinse 

and spit after a brushing, the d og toothpaste must be safe for pets to swallow! Some human 

toothpastes contain detergents which can irritate pets' stomachs , and, in addition, large 

quantities of ingested fluoride can harm pets.

AKC NEWS  

AKC Canine Partners Program  

The AKC announces that at the January 11, 2010 AKC Board meeting, the Board voted to enhance 

the AKC Canine Partners Program .  Mixed -breed dog owners may now list their dogs with the AKC 

and participate in AKC Agility, Obedience and Rally Events.  AKC Clubs may offer competition for 

mixed breeds at events held on or after April 1, 2010.  While each club's participation in the A KC 

Partners Program will remain voluntary, clubs may now choose to allow mixed -breed participation at 

any AKC Agility, Obedience and Rally events.  Mixed -breed dogs will compete in the same classes and 

earn the same titles as their purebred counterparts.  Trial applications have been updated to allow 

clubs to indicate whether competition will be offered to mixed breeds at AKC Agility, Obedience and 

AKC Rally® trials.  An email dated January 15, 2010 and signed by John Lyons, Chief Operating 

Officer of the AK C, Doug Ljungren, Assistant VP for AKC Canine Partners and Curt A. Curtis, 

Assistant VP for AKC Companion Events describing the AKC Board's decision states:  

"This decision was made following a length y discussion and review of feedback from enrollees, 
delegates, show and trial chairpersons , currently  purebred exhibitors and potential mixed -breed 
exhibitors, prompting a reevaluation of the  current program. AKC staff took into consideration the 
prior feedback received f rom the  AKC Delegate body about the progr am and contacted  each 
individual member of the  AKC Delegates Committee for Obedience, Tracking and Agility and others  
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regarding this feedback.  After taking into consideration  staff recommendations; compelling 
feedback from dog owners, clubs and fanciers, and the  long lead time for event applications,  AKC 
decided it was best to move quickly and change the  program format so a majority of clubs would 
have the  option to take advantage of the  opportunity to allow mixed -breeds to compete in existing 
Agility, Obe dience and Rally events beginning April 1, 2010.  This positive step forward for AKC and 
dog owners enables us to share our passion for dogs and our commitment to responsible dog 
ownership with an even greater audience. It will simplify the planning and ma nagement of club 
events, while benefitting mixed -breed dog owners by giving them more opportunities to participate 
in events in their local areas."
